The Reverend Wood comes to Christ Church after serving two and a half dec-
ades at Lynnwood Episcopal Parish in Port Republic, Virginia. At Lynnwood,
The Reverend Wood was the celebrant at two physical locations, officiating
at three services each Sunday.

As Interim Rector, Stuart will work closely with the Wardens, Vestry, staff
and other parish leaders toward the major goal of preparing the congregation
for the coming of the next Rector.
